Discussion

Representatives from the Missoula Symphony Association and Guild described a proposed fundraising bike ride and asked for feedback and ideas.  The September, 2010 ride might start at Camp-Mak-A-Dream and follow the Flint Creek Ramble route for a 112 mile, one-day ride.  They propose that people in Montana prefer active participation in fundraisers and think there is enough interest to carry another ride.  The representatives offered to make a list of committee assignments available for MOBI members who wished to volunteer.

A $500 sponsorship grant has been received from REI through Ryan Newhouse.

 A $250 sponsorship grant has been received from Keren Wales of Montana Valley Book Store in Alberton.  Keren is on a six-week bicycle and train trip through Europe, partially to retrace the route her father took on his own bicycle trip in the 1970s. Wales toured Europe to buy books for his used bookstore and to visit his military history.
