Discussion

Chuck Pengilly investigated insurance coverage for club events and rides.  A "covered event" can include members and "first-time invited guests.”  A first-time invited guest is anyone who hasn't done a club ride before; everyone else has to be a member.  One-day memberships for two bucks, for instance, can qualify for coverage.  If someone rides with us and likes it enough to come back, they should join up.  Coverage has been renewed.

A campground tailored to the needs of cyclists is being developed on the bank of the Beaverhead River in Twin Bridges, south of Butte.  They contacted MOBI for suggestions in addition to the already planned flush toilet, a shower, a place to hang clothes, a secure place to lock bikes and an availability of tools.  Suggestions included a listing of emergency numbers, restaurants (or coffee) and possible internet access.

The ride list is being finalized and volunteers were solicited for proposed rides.  The website will be updated as needed even after the ride list in published in time for the March newsletter.  A discussion of ride leader guidelines resulted in suggestions that will be incorporated into a more concise document.  Responsibilities include showing up rain or shine, getting sign-ups on a registration form, encouraging membership, giving a clear description of the route and asking riders to let others know if they are leaving the ride.
