Treasurer’s Report

Current balance: $15,122.58  represents a significant improvement over recent years.  One TOSRV bill for $75 will be investigated with Tim Marchant.  Lech Szumera will assume Treasurer’s office.

TOSRV West’s dates of May 21-22, 2011 will be published on the web site.

Chris Jauquet was nominated as a Director.  Several names were offered as possible Directors and they will be contacted to ascertain their agreement.  Patty McIntire chose to not continue as a Director.  
The training rides for Cycle for the Symphony were well received with a regular attendance at Wednesday and Saturday rides.  Most rides averaged nearly a dozen cyclists.  Rides started at twenty miles and were increased gradually over ten weeks until many of the new riders and MOBI members completed their first century two weeks before C4S and then confidently completed the 119 miles Symphony event.  Chris Jauquet volunteered to lead all the Wednesday night rides and a number of the Saturday rides and the success of this effort was largely due to his involvement.
Many MOBI riders rode along on the Symphony training rides and a discussion took place concerning the need for regular rides throughout the summer after TOSRV training rides in the spring.  Scheduling for 2011 weekend rides should include at least a monthly MOBI ride and leaders should be solicited to schedule additional rides.  Repeating century training rides might depend on the future of C4S.
